Summary

The Newhaven Harbour frontage consists of a small shingle beach enclosed by the harbour arm structures and
backed by a sea wall and promenade. The distribution of beach material and the bathymetry in this short stretch are
largely controlled by the tidal influence of the harbour channel, as the harbour arms are large enough to prevent any
significant influence from incident wave action.
